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PROPOSAL:  Each character (or glyph) on ISO/IEC 10646 must have owner of the 


character.   No orphan (no sponsored) character should not be included in ISO/IEC 10646.





REASON:    SC2WG2 often experienced a process such as followings;


1, Country A comments about the character of Country B., (as an input of expert of 


country B character set in country A)


2, All participants for the WG2 meeting feel the comment is reasonable


(By listening to only country A, and country A does have enough logical reason for the 


comment at least from country A view point)


3, But, WG2 members are not confident enough to accept the comment to make 


proposed change on the character of country B.  So, confirmation with country B is 


needed.


4, Country B (mostly not sending delegate to WG2 meeting) respond that country A's 


comment is not necessary to accept.





To avoid such a waist of time and effort, Japan propose following

OWNER:  Each characters of ISO/IEC 10646 should have owner (or owners)





RIGHT OF THE OWNER:


1.  No addition of new characters without the WG2 approved ownership


  (When character addition is made, designated owner to be defined by WG2) No


2,   No DELETION nor MODIFICATION to be applied on the character without agreement of 


the owner or WG2 resolution.


3. No character related data to be published as ISO/IEC documents without approvement of 


the owners.


4.  The owner(s) has priority on the character which owned by the owner(s)


- In consensus base discussion, no change to be applied without an agreement of the 


owner(s)


- In voting case (in WG2 meeting), owner has much ballot rights (such as 1/3 of all) than 


other members.





DUTY OF THE OWNER:  The owner has duty such as


- Supplying necessary data when WG2 required (Such as usage sample)


- Supply FONT when no alternative source is available


-Maintenance of the character and character related data (such as equivalency)


-OWNER SHALL follow SC2WG2 resolution, and OWNER SHALL NOT make any 


change on ISO/IEC 10646-1 by owner itself.





WHO CAN BE AN OWNER ?. Priority of the owner is


(High) national body--Liaison A,B--Liaison C(Low)


No individual (or personal preference) to be an owner


Candidate owners with equal priority may share the ownership


Candidate owners with different priority shall not share the ownership








Note that there used be a discussion of SOURCE OF THE CHARACTERS, this proposal is 


a step ahead of the discussion.  The source discussion is "from where it comes ?" only, and 


the owner is "Who will have responsibility from now on ?".
