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It is proposed to use email for communication amongst members of WG2.

This should be used for rapid distribution of messages of limited

size, as a rule up to about 10 pages, or 500 lines.

The communication should be used for rapid distribution of small papers

for discussion in WG2, and associated discussion of these papers.

Also official calling of meetings, agendas, minutes and other short official

messages should be distributed by email, in addition to the normal 

paper distribution. The email service should also be used for announcements

of other electronic documents of bigger size or more complex layout,

which could be available via FTP, WWW or an email FTP service.

The email service should only be used for work relevant to the WG.

It is proposed that an email list be set up, with all WG2 experts

and liaisons having an email address, and allowing other experts

from national WG2 working groups to be included, but otherwise closed.

The convener should be in charge of who is included on the list.

DKUUG in Denmark is volunteering to set up and maintain such an

email list for WG2. The service has an automatic numbering scheme and a number

of features to facilitate smooth distribution of messages. Also the

emails are archived and available by FTP, WWW and email. Documents can also

be put up for FTP, email and WWW access, under control of the convener.
