This paper should be read in conjunction with the draft of the proposed [Editorial] Corrigendum No 1 for ISO/IEC 10646-1 given in WG2 N 1223R. 

The editorial corrigenda in the first Cumulative List WG2 N 1207  have already been applied to N 1223R.

For each corrigendum item, or group of items, reference numbers are given for:


a. the WG2 paper which describes the defect,


b. within that paper, the item number (if any) of the defect,


c. the WG2 paper, or Resolution, which records the disposition (acceptance) of the defect.

These numbers are shown in square brackets thus - [a-b : c].

The symbol "%" indicates that the corrigendum has already been applied in N 1223R.

The symbol "%%" indicates that the corrigendum has already been published in Technical Corrigendum No.1.

The symbol **** indicates that there appears to be an editorial error either in the original defect report, or in the disposition.  The details of the corrigendum item are subject to confirmation.

Text for insertion or replacement is shown within a pair of " symbols wherever necessary for clarity.

6.4 Naming of characters

ISO/IEC 10646 assigns a unique name to each character.  The name of a character either:


a. denotes the customary meaning of the character, or


b. describes the shape of the corresponding graphic symbol, or


c. follows the rule given in clause 26 for Chinese/Japanese/Korean unified ideographs.


Guidelines to be used for constructing the names of characters in cases a. and b. are given in 


annex K.

Annex K - Character naming guidelines

In paragraph 2 replace 1st sentence by the following:

These guidelines specify rules for generating and presenting unique names of characters in those versions of the standards that are in the English language.  


NOTE:  In a version of such a standard in another language:


a.   these rules may be amended to permit names of characters to be generated using words and syntax that are considered appropriate within that language;


b.   the names of the characters from the English-language version of the standard may be replaced by equivalent unique names constructed according to the rules amended as in a. above.


The remainder of paragraph 2 becomes paragraph 3, commencing:

Rules 1 to 3 are implemented without exceptions.  However it ........


Rule 4: at the end add a 2nd paragraph as follows:
