Greece (A)


Q1: Noted.  The script is in contemporary use among a large population, and meets all the criteria for allocation to coding space within the BMP.





Ireland


Q1: Accepted in principle.  The tables will be assigned after page 75 (Table 30, Row 11), so that they will appear in the correct order by row number.





Japan (N)


Q2: Accepted.


The sources of the characters in this pDAM are based on a combination of the requirements of various existing communities using the languages Amharic, Bilen, etc., and the requirements of users in academic and bibliographic work.


Regarding the exclusion of certain characters, e.g. YWA, it is recognized that various extensions to the Ethiopic script exist.  The requirements of these extensions are now under study for possible future standardization.  Input from the Japanese experts will be welcome in helping to formulate such extensions.
