Greece (A)


Q1: Noted.  The script is in contemporary use among a large population, and meets all the criteria for allocation to coding space within the BMP.





Ireland (N)


Q.1:  Accepted.


Q.2:  Accepted





Netherlands (N)


Not accepted.  The script is in contemporary use among a significant population.  Thus it should not be excluded from a "universal" coded character set.





U.S.A.


Item 1 (block name): Accepted  (similar to Ireland Q.1)


Item 2 (assignment): Not accepted.  Adjusting the assignment of code positions would cause a conflict with an implementation already in existence, and there would be insufficient technical benefit to compensate for that.  However the principle is accepted that in general an empty position at position 00 will be avoided in future when new blocks of characters are added.
